State that you strongly object to the proposals and include.. 
“Ashworth Mansions is situated within the Maida Vale Conservation Area. This wholly inappropriate proposal will, if permitted do clear harm to the Conservation Area and will clearly fail to either preserve or enhance its character or appearance.”
 
Keep your responses short and to the point.

· By all means add further comment but Westminster Council are not required to take into account any comment about potential effect on the value of your flat. 
· There is also no evidence that the masts cause any effect on human health whatever you may privately feel. 
· The board of Ashworth Mansions have recommended that you also avoid suggesting that the masts should go on other buildings as we want support for our campaign from as many as possible to prevent anything like this happening anywhere within our precious conservation area.
 Objections should be made to Westminster City Council – Planning Department by 28 October.
